WHEREAS, only counties that have adopted a construction evaluation resolution can submit 

to the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) an adopted recommendation to approve or 

disapprove a construction permit application regarding a proposed confinement feeding 

operation structure; and 

WHEREAS, only counties that have adopted a construction evaluation resolution and 

submitted an adopted recommendation may contest the DNR’s decision regarding a specific 

application; and 

WHEREAS, by adopting a construction evaluation resolution the board of supervisors agrees 

to evaluate every construction permit application for a proposed confinement feeding 

operation structure received by the board of supervisors between February 1, 2010 and 

January 31, 2011 and submit an adopted recommendation regarding that application to the 

DNR; and 

WHEREAS,  the board of supervisors must conduct an evaluation of every construction 

permit application using the master matrix created in Iowa Code section 459.305, but the 

board’s recommendation to the DNR may be based on the final score on the master matrix or 

may be based on reasons other than the final score on the master matrix; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Cass County Board of Supervisors hereby adopts 

this construction evaluation resolution pursuant to Iowa Code section 459.304(3).

**             Ordinance 7: An ordinance prescribing the Veterans Emergency Assistance program in and for Cass County, Iowa 
The Veterans Emergency Assistance program provides assistance to Cass County, Iowa, military veterans who are unable to meet their basic needs 
because of an emergency situation. 
Section 1 – Definitions 

The definition of terms as used in this ordinance is:  
“Emergency” is a sudden, urgent, need for help or relief, created by some unexpected event and occasion requiring immediate action.  
“Veteran” is an Iowa resident living in Cass County, Iowa, who has served honorably in the U.S. armed forces in either peacetime or wartime 
beyond “boot camp” and initial training, unless discharged during those times for a service-connected disability. The veteran must present proof 
of honorable discharge before assistance can be rendered. 

“Veteran” also includes an Iowa resident who served in the Reserves or Iowa National Guard for at least 20 years or who was activated to 
federal service for 90 continuous days, not including “boot camp” or initial training, unless discharged with less service for a service-
connected disability.  

“Assistance” means food, rent, shelter, clothing, transportation, fuel, utilities, medical services, and burial. Assistance, excluding burial, can be 
provided for surviving spouse and dependent children if the honorably discharged veteran is deceased. 
“Net worth” includes income or monies from any source, monies due, savings and other deposits, stocks, bonds, real estate, cash value of life 
insurance policies, jewelry, and value of all other real and personal property but excludes clothing, engagement & wedding rings, usual 
household furniture, and similar equipment, one automobile and a homestead.   
“Household” means the individual veteran applying and all members of the immediate family (spouse and dependent children). If the veteran is 
deceased, “household” shall mean the veteran’s surviving spouse who has not remarried and minor dependents.   
“Commission” shall mean the Cass County Veterans Affairs Commission and/or its Director.   

Section 2 – Application Requirements 
In applying for benefits, the veteran must submit to the Cass County Veterans Office, along with the application, the following documents: 
• DD Form 214 “Report of Separation from the Armed Forces” or similar documentation indicating what type of discharge from any branch of 

the military service.  
• Certificate of Marriage, if applicable. 
• Birth Certificates, if applicable. 
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Section 3 – Forms of Assistance  Assistance shall be purchased directly from the supplier. No cash will be provided. 
Section 4 – Eligibility  

Assistance is to be provided to an indigent veteran who is in need of immediate assistance due to reasons beyond the veteran’s control and not 
obtainable from any other source. Income for the household cannot exceed 150 percent of federal poverty level.  
In extreme cases, assistance may be provided for veterans earning more than 150 percent of federal poverty level if income has been delayed 
for reasons outside the veteran’s control. In those cases, veteran shall agree to re-pay assistance at an agreed upon date. Failure to repay per 
agreement will result in termination of future assistance 

Section 5 – Level of Benefits 
Assistance can be provided for a maximum of three (3) months in a year, starting from the first approval of assistance. If additional assistance is 
needed, the applicant must appear before the Veterans Commission. The maximum level of benefits shall be:   
• Food: Maximum benefit is $100 per request. Food does not include tobacco products, alcoholic beverages, or “junk” food. Products for 

personal hygiene and cleanliness may be purchased. Receipts must be submitted to the Director.  
• Rent and Shelter: The reasonable rental value not to exceed $400.00 per month. Higher rent may be paid for one (1) month at the 

discretion of the Director. The residence, whether owned or leased, and utilities must be in the name of the veteran seeking assistance. 
Security deposits and 1st month’s rent will not be paid. 

• Clothing:  The reasonable value of clothing actually needed if not immediately available from other sources. 
• Utilities: The amount needed to prevent cancellation of these services. Telephone assistance is limited to basic landline phone service, up 

to a maximum of $50. 
• Medical and dental services and prescriptions: The reasonable value of these services actually needed on an emergency basis. Dental 

services limited to emergency extractions only. 
• Transportation: Fuel assistance may be provided for indigent veterans to travel to VA medical centers. If the veteran qualifies for VA 

travel reimbursement, no county assistance will be provided. 
The indigent veteran shall be disqualified from receiving future benefits if (except for reasons not attributable to that person) they fail to repay 
the value of the benefits received as per agreement. The Cass County Veterans Commission may waive the repayment of all or some of the 
benefits. 

Section 6 – Application for Assistance 
The VA Director will provide applications for general assistance during normal business hours. Completed applications must be submitted to the 
Director during those hours or by prearranged appointment. If, due to hardship, an applicant cannot come to the County Courthouse, the 
Director will mail the application.   
If the Applicant or the household is, or appears to be, eligible for assistance from any other federal, state, or local source, the Director will 
immediately refer the applicant to that source.  It will be the obligation of the applicant to immediately apply to that source and to diligently 
pursue the application as a condition of being eligible for further assistance under this ordinance.  
It is the obligation of each person applying to establish his or her eligibility for any category of general assistance and to prove his or her need 
for any item of assistance. If requested, the person applying will provide the Director with a verified statement of net worth (federal and state 
income tax returns) for the past five (5) years, medical reports, medical authorization, and anything else requested by the Director that pertains 
to the person’s eligibility for assistance.   
The Director will also accept anything that the applicant chooses to submit to establish their eligibility or need (including statements or letters, 
medical reports, bills for the current month’s utilities, shut-off notices, eviction notices, and other written documents as well as verbal statements 
of the applicant).   
The Director will then proceed to conduct a reasonable investigation concerning the applicant’s eligibility and needs.  A copy of the applicant’s 
file, documentation and findings of the Director will be made available to the applicant or to the applicant’s attorney (release of information must 
accompany requests by attorneys). 

Section 7 – Initial Determination 
The Director will make an initial determination of the eligibility and needs of the applicant within five (5) working days of the receipt of the 
application. The Director will notify the applicant of the decision within five (5) working days of the determination. 
If the Director cannot make the initial determination within five (5) working days, the Director will immediately inform the applicant of the reasons 
why such determination cannot be made.  
If an applicant has been previously found eligible, the Director need not receive a new application, but may proceed to a determination of 
whether or not current assistance is warranted. Notice of such determination will be as provided above.  If an emergency and immediate need is 
present, the Director may authorize a supplier or vendor to furnish items of an authorized amount required for the benefit of the applicant.  

Section 8 – Appeal  
Every applicant denied assistance will be informed of the Director’s decision and of the applicant’s right to appeal such decision to the Veterans 
Commission. The applicant will be informed of the method by which an appeal may be taken, and that he or she may represent himself/herself, 
or may be represented by an attorney at the applicant’s expense. 
The Director shall receive any communication on behalf of an applicant requesting appeal of the Director’s determination. The Director shall 
schedule a time on the VA Commission agenda (in accordance with state law) at their regular meeting.  
The communication requesting appeal must be submitted to the Director within 10 days of the Director’s determination. The appeal must 
contain the applicant’s current address and telephone number, and state the reasons for the appeal. The applicant will be informed 
immediately, by telephone, if available and by ordinary mail of the date and time of the hearing before the VA Commission.   

Section 9 – Appeal Hearing 
The VA Commission will hear the applicant’s appeal at the time scheduled in the agenda, unless the applicant requests continuance.  The 
applicant will be permitted to present whatever evidence desired in support of the appeal including testifying, having other witnesses testify, 
offering documentary evidence, and reasonable cross examination of other witnesses, if present.  The technical rules of evidence will not apply.   
The Commission may set reasonable time limits for the presentation of evidence. The veteran’s file will be admitted into evidence. The 
Commission may question the veteran. The Director will present the Commission with the reasons for the denial.  
The hearing will be tape-recorded.  The hearing before the Commission will be at a closed meeting in accordance with state law since the 
confidential files of the veteran will be in evidence.  While the Commission deliberates the appeal, no other parties will be present.   
The Commission will make a decision on the appeal within seven (7) working days after the hearing. The Commission’s decision will be based 
only on the evidence submitted. The veteran will be informed immediately by telephone, if available, of the decision and within seven (7) 
working days thereafter, the Commission will mail to the applicant, at his or her last known address, by ordinary mail, the written decision.  
The decision will state the reasons for the action. An appeal by the veteran to the Board of Supervisors will be allowed within the time limits and 
the manner and procedures established under Code of Iowa, Title 1, Subtitle 6, Chapter 17A. 

Section 10 – Miscellaneous  
All Cass County ordinances and resolutions, or parts thereof, in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.

Agenda upon motion by Kinen, 2nd by Waters was approved.  Minutes of July 14, 

2010 upon motion by Dunfee, 2nd by Kinen were approved. 

 

     Sheriff McLaren reported that with a deputy on active military duty for a 

year, he plans to use section 331.652(1), CODE OF IOWA and appoint a special 

deputy on an as needed basis.  The proposed appointee is a certified law 

enforcement officer.  Special deputies may work as volunteers, but if they are to 

be paid, the Board must set the pay rate.  Board requested to approve 

compensation.  

 

     Veteran Affairs Executive Director Mitch Holmes presented the Annual Report 

for FY09-10.  Items reported included: During the FY, 383 veterans and dependents 

were assisted compared to 234 in FY08-09. 110 veterans signed up for federal VA 
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benefits for the first time.  County financial assistance for veterans was 

$26,252.77 (down from $38,876.66 for prior FY). 

 

     Motion by Kinen, 2nd by Waters:  If the sheriff appoints a certified law 

enforcement officer as a special deputy (section 331.652 CODE OF IOWA) on an as 

needed basis during the period that a current full time deputy is on active 

military duty, the board approves compensation of that special deputy at the rate 

of $20/hr.  Carried unanimously. 

 

     County Auditor reported that the First United Methodist Church of Atlantic 

has requested abatement of taxes levied on property acquired 5/27/09 (filed 

6/01/09).  Iowa Property Tax Exemption Application for 01/01/2009 valuations on 

parcel East Ridge Addition, Lot 9 was filed 06/16/09.  An exemption “form must be 

filed with the Assessor no later than Feb. 1 (2009)” for the assessor to apply 

exempt status to 2009 valuations.  Filing being after Feb. 1, taxes were levied 

against said parcel.  However, section 427.3 CODE OF IOWA states “The board of supervisors 
may abate the taxes levied against property acquired by gift or purchase by a person or entity if the property acquired by gift or purchase was 
transferred to the person or entity after the deadline for filing for property tax exemption in the year in which the property was transferred and the 
property acquired by gift or purchase would have been exempt under section 427.1, subsection 7, 8, or 9, if the person or entity had been able to file 
for exemption in a timely manner.”   
   Discussion included the question as to whether or not this would set a 

precedent and how often such a circumstance occurs.  Auditor stated that an 

abatement in a similar circumstance was approved 07/31/2009.

(based on 2009 valuations) on parcel 307006962001009(East Ridge Addition, Lot 9) 

acquired by the First United Methodist Church of Atlantic 05/27/09.

     Kenner Baxter, county tourism council appointee, requested a proclamation of 

the week of Aug. 1-7, 2010 as Cass County Tourism Week.

Tourism Council and do hereby proclaim August 1-7, 2010 as the Official Tourism 

Week for Cass County to illustrate the importance of the travel and tourism

The 

anticipated outcome will be a two decade regional plan that addresses these 

issues and demonstrates how federal resources will mirror our regional strategies 

for achieving inclusive, sustainable communities.  

     In order to complete this plan, Cass County is asked for its partnership and 

assistance.

"Shall the County of Cass, Iowa, be authorized to impose a Hotel and Motel Tax in 

the unincorporated area of Cass County at the rate of four percent (4%), 

effective January 1, 2011, with 100% of the revenues derived from the Tax to be 

used for the purposes permitted by Chapter 423A.7(4)(a) of the Code of Iowa 

(2009)?”  Carried unanimously.  Adopted.  

 

[2009 IOWA CODE 423A.7  LOCAL TRANSIENT GUEST TAX FUND. 
         4.  The revenue derived from any local hotel and motel tax authorized by section 423A.4 shall be used as follows: 
         a.  Each county or city which levies the tax shall spend at least fifty percent of the revenues derived therefrom for the acquisition of sites for, or 
constructing, improving, enlarging, equipping, repairing, operating, or maintaining of recreation, convention, cultural, or entertainment facilities 
including but not limited to memorial buildings, halls and monuments, civic center convention buildings, auditoriums, coliseums, and parking areas or 
facilities located at those recreation, convention, cultural, or entertainment facilities or the payment of principal and interest, when due, on bonds or 
other evidence of indebtedness issued by the county or city for those recreation, convention, cultural, or entertainment facilities; or for the promotion 
and encouragement of tourist and convention business in the city or county and surrounding areas.]

WHEREAS, Cass County, Iowa (the “County”) originally received an allocation of the national Recovery Zone Economic 

Development Bonds and an allocation of the national Recovery Zone Facility Bonds  pursuant to the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Tax Act of 2009, codified in Title 26 of the United States Code and Internal Revenue Service, Notice 2009-50, issued on 
June 12, 2009 (collectively, the “Allocations”), and the Allocations have reverted back to the State of Iowa to be allocated by the Iowa 
Finance Authority (the “Authority”) to qualified applicants and projects; and 

WHEREAS, the County understands that the Allocations are to be used for the issuance of Recovery Zone Economic 
Development Bonds and Recovery Zone Facility Bonds pursuant to Section 1400U-2 or 1400U-3, respectively, of the Internal Revenue 
Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), such bonds referred to collectively as “Recovery Zone Bonds”; and 

WHEREAS, the County understands that Recovery Zone Bonds are to be issued with respect to or to finance certain 
expenditures located in or attributable to an area (such area being referred to herein as the “Recovery Zone”) within the jurisdiction of 
the County that the County determines has a significant level of one or more of the following factors: poverty, unemployment, home 
foreclosures or general distress (such factors referred to herein as the “Distress Factors”); and 

WHEREAS, Cass County Memorial Hospital (the “Hospital”) is a county public hospital organized and existing under the laws 
and constitution of the State of Iowa, and is authorized and empowered by Chapter 347 of the Code of Iowa (the “Act”) to borrow 
money for the purpose of financing improvements to the Hospital; and 

WHEREAS, the Hospital proposes to borrow money through the issuance of bonds or indebtedness as Recovery Zone Bonds 
to finance the costs of various improvements to the Hospital facilities located on the Hospital’s campus at 1501 E 10th Street, Atlantic, 
Iowa (the “Project”) using the Allocations; and 

WHEREAS, the Hospital has requested the County to designate the site of the Project as a Recovery Zone in order to allow 
the Hospital to apply to the Authority to receive the necessary Allocations and issue such Recovery Zone Bonds; and 

WHEREAS, the County determines that the County has experienced economic distress by reason of significant 
unemployment and poverty during the years 2008-2010, causing one or more of the Distress Factors in the County;  

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Cass County, Iowa, as follows: 
Section 1. The County hereby finds and determines that, as a result of significant unemployment and poverty from 2008 to 

2010 in Cass County, Iowa, the County has experienced a significant level of Distress Factors. 
Section 2. The County hereby designates all areas within the legal boundaries of the County as a Recovery Zone pursuant to 

Section 1400U-1 of the Code. 
Section 3. The Chairperson of the Board of Supervisors and/or the County Auditor are hereby directed to take any and all 

actions necessary or desirable related to the designation of the County as a Recovery Zone and to carry out the purposes of this 
resolution. 

Section 4. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

     The Board discussed the RISE Grant that was awarded for roadway work in the 

Amaizing Energy Urban Renewal District (max $294,456 with like matching 

contribution from Cass County) and the use of tax incremental financing in the 

district at this time.  Grant funds will eventually revert to the State if not 

utilized within three years.  It was noted that parcels of land were added to the 

district last year on the urban renewal plan but have not been added to the 

accompanying TIF ordinance.  The ordinance needs to be updated to include those 

tracts.  Also, the urban renewal plan has an 11 year limitation on TIF.  A TIF 

district may use TIF up to 20 years.  Supervisor Dunfee noted that a bin assessed 

at about one million dollars (01/01/2010 assessment) had been constructed on one 

of the added tracts.  In order to be able to utilize this value as taxable 

increment, debt needs to be certified in the TIF area before 12/1/2010.  He 

estimated that the increment could generate about $27,000+/year.  That income 

could be used as match money or other project such as running utilities to the 

urban renewal area.   

 

     Supervisor Rieken stated preference for running utilities saying he 

considered utilities being available a more desirable economic development 

incentive. 

 

     Auditor noted that there were at least two issues: 1-update of URA Plan to 

remove 11 year TIF restriction and update of ‘TIF’ Ordinance to include area 

added to plan last year; and the second issue which can be considered a little 

later, 2-certification of debt to establish base year valuation (if desire to 

have 01/01/2009 values as base, the certification must be made before 

12/01/2010).  Issue 1 needs to be addressed now.  

 

     Motion by Dunfee, 2nd by Rieken: to hold hearings on the amendment of 

Ordinance 28 – Division of Taxes (TIF) utilizing two hearings (waiving third) on 

Oct 20 and Oct 29 with action set for Oct 29; and to hold a hearing with action

RESOLUTION NO. 2010-11-24-001  ESTABLISHING TAX INCREMENT REVENUE FUND AND AUTHORIZING LOAN TO THAT FUND 
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Cass County Iowa, (the “County”) has established the Amaizing Energy Urban Renewal Area (the 

“Urban Renewal Area”); and 
WHEREAS, the County plans to construct certain road and water and sanitary sewer improvements (the “Improvements”) within the Urban 

Renewal Area; and 
WHEREAS, in order to make the cost of the Improvements eligible to be paid from incremental property tax revenues, it is necessary to 

create an internal debt; 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Cass County, Iowa, as follows: 
Section 1. There is hereby established, and the County Auditor is hereby directed to show in the County financial records, the Amaizing 

Energy Urban Renewal Area Tax Increment Revenue Fund (the “Tax Increment Fund”), into which all incremental property tax revenues received 
from the Urban Renewal Area shall be deposited. 

Section 2. It is hereby directed that $300,000 be advanced to the Tax Increment Fund from the County’s Local Option Tax and Secondary 
Roads Funds, in order to pay the costs of the Improvements.  This advance shall be treated as a loan (the “Loan”) to the Tax Increment Fund and 
shall be repaid to the County’s Local Option Tax and Secondary Roads Funds out of incremental tax revenues received with respect to the Urban 
Renewal Area. 

Payments on the Loan are subject to annual appropriation by the Board of Supervisors and to the Board’s determination that there are 
incremental tax revenues available for such purpose which have been allocated to or accrued in the Tax Increment Fund. 

Once appropriated, payments shall be made on the Loan on June 1 of each year to the extent there are incremental tax revenues available 
for such purpose which have been allocated to or accrued in the Tax Increment Fund. The right is hereby reserved to issue additional obligations, or 
to enter into additional loans, payable from the Tax Increment Fund, which may either rank on a parity with the Loan or may have a priority over the 
Loan with respect to the revenues in the Tax Increment Fund. 

Section 3. The Tax Increment Fund is hereby pledged to the repayment of the Loan, and a copy of this Resolution shall be filed in the 
office of the County Auditor to evidence this pledge.  Pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, the County Auditor is hereby directed to certify, 
no later than December 1, 2010, the original amount of the Loan as an obligation that is eligible to be repaid from future incremental property tax 
revenues, and to certify no later than December 1 of each succeeding year, any remaining outstanding balance of the Loan. 

Section 4. All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith, are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict.

     MH/DD/GR Coordinator Teresa Kanning reviewed departmental activity. 

 

     IWCC Atlantic Center Director Ann Pross presented report on current 

activity. Since 2004 student credit hours have increased 358 percent from less 

than 400 hours to near 1600 hours.  Atlantic IWCC center is looking for support 

to add to building (approximate $600,000 project) and asked for monetary support 

of about $100,000.  Supervisor Rieken noted that today a report has been 

presented with a verbal request and asked for a written request.  Scott Robinson, 

IWCC Board member, now for about 15 years, said the Atlantic center needs to expand.  
Additional room is needed.  The $22 million bond funding has been exhausted (Atlantic 

about 1.7 million) and a new bond proposal would not meet the immediate needs.  They 

would like for the project to be completed by August 2011.  Funding will be sought from 

other sources, also.  Chair McFadden closed asking that a written letter of request be 

submitted.  Written request will be considered during FY12 budget process.   

 

     Dustin Wyman, speaking for the Cass County Firefighter’s Association (and 

representing all fire departments in Cass County) presented a report on fire 

services in Cass County including volunteer fire fighters training.  Fire 

fighters must be certified and training and equipment is expensive.  

Uncompensated fire fighters invest a great amount of time in training, in 

addition to the time fighting fires.  The fire fighters are having difficulty 

getting the funding required for mandated training.  They ask the Supervisors for 

whatever support it can provide.   

     County Auditor stated that cities and townships are required to provide fire 

services and those are the tax levying entities responsible for budgeting for the 

provision of fire services, including training of fire fighters.  Since the 

townships do not operate fire departments, they are required to have 28E 

agreements with the cities (fire departments) for provision of fire services.   
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Those agreements, to be effective, must be filed with the Sec. of State.  A 

section on funding is included in those agreements.  In a search of the Secretary 

of State’s 28E data base, only three of the eight city/township agreements 

displayed.  The other five 28E agreements probably need to be updated and filed.  

Until maximum city and township fire/EMS service levy rates are levied, Code 

permitted funding resources have not been exhausted.  Auditor also stated that, 

in his opinion, a request for funding for training expenses might be better made 

to the county emergency management agency rather than directly to this Board. 

     Dustin Wyman said that it was the Association’s intent this morning to 

inform the Board of its activities and its needs and to request the board’s 

support in working with the county and other county agencies.
