WHEREAS, a proposed joint urban renewal plan with Audubon County, lowa, for a project within the proposed Urban Renewal Area
has been prepared and it is now necessary that a date be set for a public hearing on the designation of the Urban Renewal Area and

WHEREAS, the Property proposed for inclusion in the Urban Renewal Area meets the statutory definition of “agricultural land” under
Section 403.17 and certain consent agreements must be obtained from the owners of the Property;

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Cass County, lowa, as follows:

Section 1. This Board will meet at the Cass County Courthouse Boardroom, Atlantic, lowa, on the 7th day of February, 2007, at 10:00
o'clock a.m., at which time and place it will hold a public hearing on the designation of the proposed Urban Renewal Area described in
the preamble hereof and on the proposed urban renewal plan and project for said Area.

Section 2. The County Auditor shall publish notice of said hearing, the same being in the form attached to this resolution, which
publication shall be made in a legal newspaper of general circulation in Cass County, which publication shall be not less than four (4)
nor more than twenty (20) days before the date set for the hearing.

Section 3. Pursuant to Section 403.5 of the Code of lowa, Jeremy Middents of Southwest lowa Planning Council is hereby designated
as the County's representative in connection with the consultation process which is required under that section of the urban renewal
law.

Section 4. The proposed urban renewal plan is hereby submitted to the County’s Planning and Zoning Commission for review and
recommendations, as required by Section 403.5, Code of lowa.

Section 5. The County Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to present the “agricultural agreements” to the owners of all

The Cass County Board of Supervisors met in special session with the Atlantic
City Council in the courtroom of the courthouse at 5:30 P.M. with four board
members present: Chuck Kinen, Chair; Bill Behnken, Duane McFadden and Charles
Rieken. Absent: David Dunfee. Mayor John Krogman acting chair.

Mayor Krogman stated that the intent of the study was 1) to determine if it
is feasible for the city of Atlantic to assume the operations of an ambulance
service by the local fire department; and 2) to identify county-wide EMS
strategies that could be engaged by all Cass County communities to improve EMS
delivery.

Gary lIreland, EMS System Design, presented report of findings of the
assessment. All major program service providers were contacted. Findings
included: “The current proposal made by the Atlantic Fire Department (AFD) to
assume the ambulance duties currently provided by Medivac is flawed by its
incompleteness and is destined for failure” with issues listed. He reported:
“under the guise of “If it’s not broke then why fix It” it has to be said that
Medivac is and has been providing a quality ambulance service to the city and
county .. the interview process did not identify one entity who expressed concern
about the way Medivac was meeting its contractual obligations nor, and perhaps
more importantly, were there any patient care issues that emerged.”

In regard to strategies: he reported “It would be advantageous for the
county to appoint one physician to serve all the EMS service programs. This
appointment would enhance service program communications, standardize the
interpretation of protocols, eliminate physician ‘“shopping” by the service
programs, plus provide a focal advocate for emerging Cass County EMS issues.“;
“Consideration should be given to creating a special community volunteer corps
within each existing EMS squad.” ; “Consideration should be given to initiating
and supporting a program within the local school districts that recruits students
into the various Cass County Fire/Rescue departments.” ; “The Cass County EMS
Association is essential in order to effect change in the deliver of EMS in Cass
County.” ; “Create a Cass County EMS website.” ; and ‘““Cass County has an
opportunity to bring about change when it hires a new county emergency management
administrator.”

The consensus was that there must be communication among the city, county,
EMS, EMA and other program service organizations in order to take advantage of
the report.

The board and city discussed provision of ambulance services for FY0O8. A
proposal for service was received from Medivac for extension of FYO7 contract.
Consensus of both city council and county board were to contract with Medivac for

FYO8. Taken under advisement.

Bonds (the “Bonds’); and

WHEREAS, in order to pay authorized costs of the Project it Is necessary at this time
to issue an Urban Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Bond Anticipation Note in the maximum
principal amount of $1,000,000 (the “Note’);

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Cass County, lowa, as
follows:

Section 1. The Note is hereby authorized to be issued to Rolling Hills Bank &
Trust, Atlantic, lowa (the “Purchaser’), anticipating the receipt of and payable from the
proceeds of the Bonds or from other sources to be received and expended for the
acquisition of the Real Estate, including any rental income and the proceeds from the
future sale of any of the Real Estate. The Note shall be dated March 1, 2007, shall bear
interest at the rate of 6.5% per annum payable at maturity and shall mature on September
1, 2007.

The County Auditor is hereby designhated as the Registrar and Paying Agent for the Note
and may be hereinafter referred to as the “Registrar” or the “Paying Agent™.

Section 2. The Chairperson and County Auditor are hereby authorized to request
advances on the Note in such amounts and at such times as are needed to pay costs of the
acquisition of the Real Estate, and the date and amount of each advance shall be entered
by the Purchaser on Schedule 1 to the Note, and each advance shall bear interest from the
date of such entry.

The Note shall be executed on behalf of the County with the official signature of the
Chairperson and attested by the official signature of the County Auditor and shall have
the County’s seal impressed or printed thereon, and shall be a fully registered note
without interest coupons. In case any officer whose signature appears on the Note shall
cease to be such officer before the delivery of the Note, such signature shall
nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the same as iIf such officer had
remained in office until delivery.

The County reserves the right to prepay the principal of the Note, in whole or in part at
any time prior to maturity upon terms of par and accrued interest to the date of such
prepayment. All principal so prepaid shall cease to bear interest on the prepayment
date.

The Note shall be fully registered as to principal and interest in the names of the
owners on the registration books of the County kept by the Registrar, and after such
registration, payment of the principal and interest thereof shall be made only to the
registered owners, their legal representatives or assigns.

The record and identity of the owners of the Note shall be kept confidential as provided
by Section 22.7 of the Code of lowa.

“Bonds’) of the County or any other sources to be received and expended for the
acquisition of the Real Estate, including any rental income and the proceeds from the
future sale of any of the Real Estate.

A sufficient portion of the proceeds of the Bonds has been appropriated to the payment
of this Note.

The County reserves the right to prepay the principal of this Note in whole or from
time to time iIn part on any date prior to maturity upon terms of par and accrued
interest. All principal so prepaid shall cease to bear interest on the redemption date.

Business Park Urban Renewal Area (the “CADCO Project”);

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Board of Supervisors of Cass County, lowa, as
follows:

1. Pursuant to the factors listed in Chapter 15A, the Board of Supervisors hereby
finds that:

a. The CADCO Project will add diversity and generate new opportunities for the Cass
County, Audubon County and State of lowa economies.

b. The CADCO Project will generate public gains and benefits, particularly iIn the
creation of new jobs and taxable valuation, which are warranted in comparison to the
amount of the proposed loan;

c. The proposed loan to CADCO meets the conditions of Chapter 15A.

2. The Board of Supervisors further finds that a public purpose will reasonably be
accomplished by making the proposed loan to CADCO.

3. An economic development loan to CADCO in an amount not exceeding $1,000,000 is
hereby approved, subject to the conditions set out in Section 4 hereof, the County
Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to prepare any documentation necessary to carry
out the purposes of this Resolution, and the Chairperson and County Auditor are hereby
authorized to execute such documents as may be necessary to implement the loan approved
herein.

4. Any income received by CADCO from the future sale of property acquired through the
use of the proceeds of the loan or from any other source, including rental income, shall
be paid to the County.

5. CADCO shall signify its acceptance of the terms of this Resolution by execution of
a copy hereof, which shall be retained in the official records of the County.

6. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Motion by McFadden, second by Dunfee to authorize the chair to sign a letter
of understanding/responsibility in regard to a Cass County Environmental Control
Agency “Loan Agreement” ($500,000 from First Whitney Bank & Trust). Carried
unanimously.

Motion made by Dunfee, second by McFadden: The Cass County Board of Supervisors
concurs with the recommendation of the Cass County Zoning Commission and approves change
in zoning classification from the General Agricultural District to Light Industrial
District for the following described real estate: A tract of land in the Northeast
Quarter of Section 2, Township 77 North, Range 36 West (Pymosa Township) of the 5% P_M.,
Cass County, lowa more particularly described as follows: Commencing at the Northeast
Corner of said Section 2; thence North 89° 01” West, a distance of 2636.32 ft; thence
South 1° 06” West, a distance of 1969.32 ft; thence South 88° 54” East, a distance of
33.00 ft; thence South 5° 177 East, a distance of 602.39 ft; thence South 89° 06” East, a
distance of 720.47 ft; thence North 88° 08> East, a distance of 495.56 ft; thence North

MH/DD/GR Coordinator Teresa Kanning reviewed departmental activity.

County Engineer Charles Marker reviewed current road projects. He
reported that last week’s snow storm had resulted In considerable
overtime. Although total budget will probably not be exceeded, a line
item amendment will probably be necessary. All roads have been opened up
for at least one lane of traffic.

Adair County Supervisor Rich Dolan reported that Adair County was
currently without an engineer. He inquired whether Cass County and the
County Engineer would consider sharing an engineer. Matter was taken
under advisement. The chair appointed a committee of himself and member
Rieken to meet with the county engineer in regard to said matter.

At 10:30 a.m. the application filed 02/23 for a permit for construction of a
confinement feeding facility in SW SE sec 36 of Lincoln Twp was again considered.
Danny and Ronda Leerar of RONDAN Ag Services, landowner Dave Nichols and
representatives for Prestage Farms were present to provide additional
information. Due to the snow storm last week, the Atlantic News Telegraph has
delayed publication of notice of receipt until 03/08.

County Attorney Dan Feistner opined in regard to County Engineer’s guestion
in scoring Matrix item 1 regarding separation distance from nearest residence not
owned by the owner of the facility that “Nichols Farms is currently the
titleholder of the land benefiting from the distance separation requirement and
the titleholder of the land where the structure is to be located. . . . It is my
legal opinion that because Prestage Farms is not the current legal titleholder of
record of the land where the structure is to be located, this Agreement and
Waiver between Nichols Farm and Prestage Farms does not exempt the property
described herein from any separation distance requirements-exemptions pursuant to
lowa Code Sections 459.205(2.a.) and 459.202 at this time.”
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The attorney for Prestage Farms of lowa opined that the waiver was
anticipatory and if Nichols were the owner of the facility then his residence
would not be considered under Matrix item 1. RONDAN AG Services noted that they
believed the IDNR was responsible for scoring the first 10 items on the matrix
and that they would probably allow the waiver and the 100 point scoring. County
scoring of the matrix was tabled until a future meeting. The county attorney
will consult with the IDNR. The County’s recommendation, Matrix scoring and
public comments must be received by the IDNR no later than March 23.

Claims report- Loan from Rolling Hills Bank and claim to CADCO which were
approved 2/28 by resolution were made and written 03/05. Amount was $924,336.60,
for the purchase of 141.54 acres more or less for Valley Business Park.

The purpose of this letter is to obtain mutual understanding between the Cass County Board of Supervisors and the Amaizing Energy
Atlantic, LLC (a start up company) Board of Directors on the planned engineering, road, sewer and water infrastructure
improvements for the proposed ethanol project.

The Cass County Board of Supervisors and the Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC Directors have agreed to a fifty percent (50%) tax
abatement for a ten (10) year term and agree to a minimum assessed tax base for the ethanol plant of $22,500,000.00. The original
estimate for these infrastructure improvements is approximately $3,100,000.00. It is intended that a Tax Income Revenue Bond will be
issued to finance these improvements.

The Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC Directors recognize that in order to keep the road project moving forward that funds must be
available to provide for these initial costs. Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC has contracted with Snyder and Associates to perform the
initial survey and design work necessary to complete the improvements. On or about January 17, 2007 a verbal agreement was made
for Amaizing Energy to provide up to $286,800.00 in expense and these funds would be recouped by Amaizing Energy at a later date.

Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC Board of Directors has agreed to provide up to an additional $400,000.00 for right of way acquisition,
and construction costs for Phase 1 of the road project. This is being provided with the expectation that these funds will also be
recouped by Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC at a later date.

The Amaizing Energy Atlantic, LLC Board of Directors requests that these infrastructure improvement expenditures be reimbursed to
the LLC from the bond revenue if and when a Tax Income Revenue Bond is issued.

If all local funds are used (project estimate $200,000 plus),
then possibility of replacement by fall 2007. Funds are not available in the
secondary roads fund balance. Department will continue with design work as
though funds are available. A FEMA orientation meeting was attended last week.

FEMA officials and engineer will be going to damaged county sites to assess
damage .

Emergency Management Coordinator Jeremiah Thompson and County Sheriff Bill
Sage discussed public safety and emergency management operations including
activity during severe storms the weekend of May 5.

The Chair Kinen announced that this was the time and place specified for
taking action on the proposal to submit an application to the FY2008 Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program. The public hearing was called to order
at 9:30 AM.

John McCurdy, SWIPCO Community Development Specialist, made opening remarks:

Subrecipient Southwest lowa Family Services (SWIFS) proposes to construct an
early childhood development center in Atlantic. The proposed project location 1is
adjacent to the Lincoln School at 704 Maple St, Atlantic, IA 50022. Bahr
Vermeer Haecker Architects of Omaha, NE has been selected to conduct the facility
plan. The county is applying for a $600,000 Community Development Block Grant-
Community Facilities grant and SWIFS is applying for an additional $288,300 in
USDA-Rural Development grant/loans to assist with the construction of the
facility. The application will be submitted on or before December 13, 2007.
This project will provide licensed childcare to the citizens of Cass County,
particularly those with low to moderate income (LMI). The LMI rate in Atlantic
is 58.28%. Work will not displace people or businesses. Any acquisition of land
will occur in accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Acquisition and
Relocation Act.

The County Auditor stated that no written comments were received in his
office prior to the meeting.

The Chair called for public comment. Dana Kunze, Griswold Community School
superintendent commented that this i1s good for the Atlantic school system but
would not provide for the three other county school systems. Citizens asked
questions including whether this facility care would provide for care of school
age kids prior to and after school hours; is there sufficient need for this
facility (questions were asked about the needs survey and report); and whether or
not this is a county or city project. McCurdy stated that a governmental entity
must submit the application on behalf of the SWIFS and that Atlantic had many
projects in progress so the county was consulted. On July 25, 2007 the county
voted to sponsor/be the applicant for a CDB grant. This is neither a city or
county project but a project of Southwest lowa Family Services. No tax money
from either is involved. The county would act as a "pass-through'™ administrator
without any ties to the actual project.
