Wednesday, January 8, 2003         
 
 The Cass County Board of Supervisors met with all members present:  Kenneth Waters, 
Chair; Chuck Kinen, Russell Joyce, Charles Rieken and Don Volk.  The minutes of January 
2, 2003 were approved with correction of names for Lincoln Township Trustee appointment 
to Cliff Aupperle and Pleasant Township Trustee appointment to Donald Smith. 
 
     County Attorney James Barry reviewed current legal activity. 
 
     Airport improvement project discussion resumed.  Project engineer Tim Teig reported 
that FAA officials and the land acquisition company had been contacted.  FAA stated that 
the approved plan was the accepted proposal with one 55 mph curve and one 45 mph curve 
and that any changes would be at the expense of the county and/or city.  FAA stated that 
changes to the accepted plan might possibly jeopardize Phase 1 of the project.  Teig 
stated that the cost of additional archeological studies and for the acquisition of 
additional land cannot be ascertained.  Co. Engineer Charles Marker stated that new 
design guides at federal and state level had been developed and that the proposed design 
would need to be approved by Iowa Department of Transportation. 
 
     Motion by Rieken, second by Kinen to approve the routing of G-30 (as in the design 
proposal approved by FAA) subject to Iowa Department of Transportation approval or the 
granting of a variance for a design exception.  Carried unanimously. 
  
     Motion by Kinen, second by Rieken to approve the INTERGOVERNMENTAL LAND ACQUISITION 
AIRPORT IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT Section 28E.12, Iowa Code with the City of Atlantic and to 
authorize the chair to sign same.  Carried unanimously. 
 
     Assessor, Attorney, Recorder, Engineer, Sheriff were present.  A discussion was held 
on the employee share of health insurance premiums.  New premium rates for FY0304 have 
been set at $435.80/month for single person plan (was $363.80 FY0203)and $899.80/month 
for multi person plan (was $778.80 FY0203).  After discussion consensus was to fully fund 
the single premium and set employee share of ‘dependent’ premium at approximately 37% or 
about $171/month.  Now the contribution (except for one bargaining unit) is $153/month of 
the $415 dependent premium (about 36.87%).

     At 9:00 a hearing was held to record official action to vacate at the request of the 
Cass County Engineer certain pieces of roadway to clear title.  This action required 
since the vote was not recorded in the proceedings of the board of supervisors as typed 
May 15, 1967.  Engineer’s Assistant Richard Hansen present. 
 
     One adjoining land owner (Jonathan Hansen) to roadway in item #6 was present and 
requested clarification on action being taken today.  Clarification made that today’s 
action was simply to complete/make official the vacation action processed in 1967.  No 
persons presented objections to the vacations.

construction permit application using the master matrix as provided in 
section 455B.200F, but the board’s recommendation to the DNR may be based 
on the final score on the master matrix or may be based on reasons other 
than the final score on the master matrix; 
NOW, THEREFORE, motion by Rieken, second by Volk, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF CASS COUNTY that the Board of Supervisors hereby 
adopts this construction evaluation resolution pursuant to Iowa Code 
section 455B.200E.

Whereas, the State of Iowa has appropriated moneys for fiscal year July 1, 
2003 through June 30, 2004, 
 
And, whereas said moneys are insufficient to fund the various local 
property tax credits/exemptions fully, 
 
And, whereas, Iowa Code Section 25B.7 requires local governments to extend 
to the taxpayers only those portions of the property tax 
credits/exemptions that are estimated by the Iowa Department of Revenue 
and Finance to be funded by the state appropriation, 
 
And, whereas the Iowa Department of Revenue and Finance has estimated the 
percentages of funding for the affected property tax credits/exemptions as 
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follows:  Homestead credit 85%, Elderly/Disabled Low-income Credit 40% and 
Military Exemption credit 98%, 
 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the homestead property tax credit 
will cause a funding shortfall to local governments in the County of more 
than $121,000 this fiscal year, 
 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the elderly/disabled low income 
property tax credit will cause a funding shortfall to local governments in 
the County of more than $23,000 this fiscal year, 
 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the military exemption credit 
will cause a funding shortfall to local governments in the County of more 
than $471 this fiscal year, 
 
And whereas the option of passing on the reduced state-reimbursed values 
of the credits will increase the amount of net taxes in the County by more 
than $144,000 this year, 
 
And, whereas we find that fully funding military exemptions to those

He stated that the 
conservation program was important to help draw people to Cass County “and 
to improve the quality of life, while preserving and protecting the 
environment.”

New premium quotes have been received from 
ISAC with increases for current plan of about 9% ($37/month) for single 
plan and 15% ($134/month) for a multiple person plan.  For the approximate 
92 programs this would amount to an increase of over $95,000 for premium 
for FY2005.  Insurance trust cash balance is currently about $315,000.  
Current payroll withholdings will not cover current year expenses and that 
balance will probably decrease about $23,000 by June 30.  Raising payroll 
withholdings by the change in premium for the Select 1000 Wellmark plan 
and maintaining the current mini self funded buy down to $100 deductible 
and $500 out of pocket (double for multiple person plan) will 
realistically result in another deficit of approximately $40,000 for 
FY2005. 
     The ISAC group is offering a Select 2000 plan for FY2005.  Cass 
County group could switch to that plan.  The difference between premiums 
for full service Wellmark Select 1000 and Select 2000 plans would be about 
$105,000 for FY2005 for the Cass County group.  If the current $100/$200 
deductible and the $500/$1000 out of pocket buy downs were maintained, 
additional ‘risk’ would accrue since the deductibles and out of pockets 
are both doubled for the medical coverage. 
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     Wellmark will no longer be third party administrator for our mini 
self funding program Dec. 31.  There should be one more payment cycle.  
Select Benefits will begin January 1st, 2004 as the new administrator.  
Payments to employees will continue on a one time per month basis.  
Wellmark will provide Select Benefits with a single practitioner, facility 
and drug usage report monthly (for a charge of $75/month).  Select 
Benefits will issue checks directly to the employee similar to the way
