The Cass County Board of Supervisors met at 9:00 A.M. with all members 
present: Russell Joyce, 2001 Chair; Chuck Kinen, Charles Rieken, Kenneth 
Waters and Don Volk.  Minutes of December 31, 2001 were approved as read. 
 
 Motion by Waters, second by Kinen to appoint Russell Joyce as temporary 
chair.  Carried unanimously. 
 
     Notice of public hearing published in Atlantic News Telegraph. 
The B.O.S. of Cass County met.  Chair announced that this was the time and 
place specified for taking action on the proposal to submit an application to 
the FY2002 Iowa Housing Fund Program.  Cass County is applying for a $353,000 
grant from the Iowa Housing Fund through the Iowa Department of Economic 
Development and will provide project grants for two distinct projects.  The 
Acquisition, Demolition and Clearance Project will provide funds up to $7,500 
for the acquisition, demolition and clearance of 30 dilapidated housing unit 
sites for the purpose of constructing a new single-family owner occupied  
housing unit at the site.  Cass County also proposes the Downpayment 
Assistance project which will provide funds of $5,000 for 20 housing unit 
sites for downpayment assistance for first-time homebuyers who are of low-
moderate income. 
 
     This application will be made on or before January 14, 2002.  100% of 
all funds will benefit low-moderate income residents.  This project will be 
available throughout the Southwest Iowa Region (Region 13).  No person will 
be displaced as a result of funded activities. 
 
     County Auditor Dale Sunderman announced that there were no written or 
oral comments received prior to the meeting.  Present: BOS and clerk and 
SWIPCO planner.  Whereupon the Chair called for any written or oral comments.  
SWIPCO planner Jeremy Middents reviewed the application. 
 
     After due consideration: Motion by Volk, second by Kinen to adopt the 
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE CHAIRMAN TO MAKE AN APPLICATION TO 
THE FY2002 IOWA HOUSING FUND PROGRAM FOR ASSISTANCE TO COMPLETE THE SOUTHWEST 
IOWA ACQUISITION, DEMOLITION, CLEARANCE PROGRAM AND DOWNPAYMENT ASSISTANCE 
PROGRAM.   
Section 1: The BOS of Cass County authorizes and directs the chair to make an 
application to the FY2002 Iowa Housing Fund to complete the Acquisition, 
Demolition, and Clearance Program (A/C/D) as follows: 
Program Funds                  $225,000 
Administration                 $ 18,000 
Local Share                    $ 75,000 
Per site allocation (30 sites) $  7,500 
 
Section 2: The BOS of Cass County authorizes and directs the Chair to make an 
application to the FY2002 Iowa Housing Fund to complete the downpayment 
assistance projects to aid households of low-moderate income purchase, own 
and occupy existing or new housing.  All housing under this program will 
abide by and be inspected for compliance with IDED-HQS prior to occupancy.  
The program will be as follows: 
Program Funds                  $100,000 
Administration                 $ 10,000 
Local Share                    $ 20,000 
Per site allocation (30 sites) $  5,000 



 
Section 3: The County will make an application to the FY2002 Housing Fund 
Program through the Iowa Department of Economic Development for a $353,000 
grant.  A local share of $95,000 will be provided by the successful 
applicant.  The projects will create new housing having an approximate value 
of $2,700,000 and will allow at least thirty (30) low moderate income 
households achieve home ownership.  This program will be available throughout 
the Southwest Iowa Region (Region 13).  
Carried unanimously.

CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
PURPOSE 
The purpose of this Code of Conduct is to ensure the efficient, fair, and professional administration of 
federal and/or State of Iowa funds in compliance with Federal Office of Management and Budget (OMB) 
Circular A-102, Attachment O, Paragraph 7 and other applicable federal and state standards, regulations, 
and laws. 
 
APPLICATION 
This Code of Conduct applies to all officers, employees, or agents of Cass County engaged in the award 
or administration of contracts supported by federal and/or State of Iowa funds. 
 
REQUIREMENTS 
No officer, employee, or agent of Cass County shall participate in the selection, award, or administration 
of a contract supported by federal and/or State of Iowa funds, if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, 
would be involved.  Such a conflict would arise when: 
 
     a.  the employee, officer, or agent; 
     b.  any member of his/her immediate family; 
     c.  his/her partner; or 
     d.  an organization which employs, or is about to employ any of the above has a financial or other 
  interest in the firm selected for award. 
 
County officers, employees, or agents shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or anything of 
monetary value from contractors, potential contractors, or subcontractors. 
 
REMEDIES 
To the extent permitted by federal, state, or local laws or regulations, violation of these standards may 
cause penalties, sanctions or other disciplinary actions to be taken against county officers, employees, or 
agents, or the contractors, potential contractors, subcontractors, or their agents.

CASS COUNTY 
PROCUREMENT POLICY 
 
PURPOSE 
The purpose of this Procurement Policy is to ensure that sound business judgment is utilized in all 
procurement transactions and that supplies, equipment, construction, and services are obtained efficiently 
and economically and in compliance with applicable federal law and executive orders. 
 
APPLICATION 
This policy applies to the procurement of all supplies, equipment, construction, and services of and for 
Cass County related to the implementation and administration of the Community Development Block 
Grant.  All procurement will be done in accordance with 24 CFR 85, 36. 
 
POLICY 
I.  Methods of Procurement 



Procurement under grants shall be made by one of the following methods, as described herein:  (a) small 
purchase procedures; (b) sealed bids (formal advertising); (c) competitive proposals; (d) noncompetitive 
proposals. 
 
A.  Small purchase procedures are relatively simple and informal procurement methods that are 
sound and appropriate for a procurement of services, supplies, or other property, costing in the aggregate 
not more than $25,000.  The county shall comply with State or local small purchase dollar limits under 
$25,000.  If small purchase procedures are used for a procurement under a grant, price or rate quotations 
shall be obtained from an adequate number of qualified sources to determine the most advantageous 
provider. 
 
B.  In the sealed bids (formal advertising) method, sealed bids are publicly solicited and a firm-  fixed-
price contract (lump sum or unit price) is awarded to the responsible bidder whose bid, conforming with 
all of the material terms and conditions of the invitation for bids, is lowest in price. 
 
1.  Appropriate conditions in order for formal advertising to be feasible must be present, including, as a 
minimum, the following: 
 
(a)   a complete, adequate and realistic specification or purchase description; 
(b)  two or more responsible suppliers are willing and able to compete effectively for the county's                                         
business; and 
(c)  the procurement lends itself to a firm-fixed-price contract, and selection of the 
                                 successful bidder can appropriately be made principally on the basis of price. 
 
2.  When formal advertising is used for a procurement under a grant, the following requirements shall                                 
apply: 
 
(a)  a sufficient time prior to the date set for opening of bids, bids shall be solicited from an adequate                                    
number of known suppliers and the invitation shall be publicly advertised. 
(b)  the invitation for bids, including specifications and pertinent attachments, shall clearly 
                                define the items or services needed in order for the bidders to properly respond to the
 invitation. 
(c)  All bids shall be opened publicly at the time and place stated in the invitation for bids. 
(d)  A firm-fixed-price contract award shall be made by written notice to that responsible bidder whose                                
bid, conforming to the invitation for bids, is lowest. Where specifications in the bidding documents,                                    
factors such as discounts, transportation costs and life cycle costs shall be considered in determining                                 
which bid is lowest.  Payment discounts may only be used to determine low bid when prior experience                                
of the county indicates that such discounts are generally taken. 
(e)  Any or all bids may be rejected when there are sound documented business reasons in the best                                       
interest of the program. 
 
C.  In competitive negotiation, proposals are requested from a number of sources and the Request for 
Proposal is publicized.  Negotiations are normally conducted with more than one of the sources 
submitting offers, and either a fixed-price or cost-reimbursement type contract is awarded,  as 
appropriate.  Competitive negotiation may be used if conditions are not appropriate for the use of formal 
advertising.  If competitive negotiation is used for a procurement under a grant, the following 
requirements shall apply: 
 
1.  Proposals shall be solicited from an adequate number of qualified sources to permit reasonable 
competition consistent with the nature and requirements of the procurement. The Request for Proposal 



shall be publicized and reasonable requests by other sources to compete shall be honored to the maximum 
extent practicable. 
 
 2.  The Request for Proposal shall identify all significant evaluation factors, including price or cost where 
required and their relative importance. 
 
3.  The county shall provide mechanisms for technical evaluation of the proposals received, 
determinations of responsible offerers for the purpose of written or oral discussions, and selection for 
contract award. 
 
4.  Awards may be made to the responsible offerer whose proposal will be most advantageous to the 
procuring party, price and other factors considered. Unsuccessful offerers will be notified promptly. 
 
5.  The county may utilize competitive negotiation procedures for procurement of 
architectural/engineering professional services, whereby competitor's qualifications are evaluated and the 
most qualified competitor's qualifications are selected, subject to negotiation of fair and reasonable 
compensation. 
 
D.  Noncompetitive negotiation is procurement through solicitation of a proposal from only one source, or 
after solicitation of a number of sources, competition is determined inadequate. Noncompetitive 
negotiation may be used when the award of a contract is infeasible under small purchase, sealed bids 
(formal advertising) or competitive proposals procedures.  Circumstances under which a contract may be 
awarded by noncompetitive negotiation are limited to the following: 
 
1.  the item is available from only a single source; 
 
               2.  after solicitation of a number of sources, competition is determined inadequate; 
 
3.  public emergency when the urgency for the requirement will not permit a delay incident to competitive 
solicitation; and, 
4.  sole source procurement for supplies, equipment, construction, and services valued at $25,000 or more 
must have prior approval of the Iowa Department of Economic Development. 
 
E.  The county will provide, to the greatest extent possible, that contracts be awarded to small businesses 
located within the project area or owned in substantial part by project area residents. (The project areas is 
defined as the county in which the project is located). 
 
F.  Any other method of procurement must have prior approval of the Iowa Department of Economic 
Development. 
 
II.  Contract Pricing 
A.  The cost plus a percentage of cost and percentage of construction cost method of contracting shall not 
be used. 
 
B.  The county shall perform some form of cost/price analysis for every procurement action, including 
modifications or change orders. 
 
III.  Small, Minority, and Women's Business Enterprises and Labor Surplus Firms 
A.  The county may solicit qualified small, minority, and women's businesses whenever they are potential 
sources. 
 



  B. The county will procure goods and services from labor surplus areas when economically 
feasible. 
 
IV.  Procurement Records 
The county shall maintain records sufficient to detail the significant listing of a procurement, including 
the rationale for the method of procurement, selection of contract type, contractor selection or rejection, 
and the basis for the cost or price. 
 
EFFECTIVE DATE 
Adopted this 13th day of March, 2002.

COMPLIANCE WITH ANTI-LOBBYING ACT OF 1990 
 
This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction 
was made or entered into.  Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into 
this transaction imposed by Section 1352, Title 31, U.S. Code.  Any person who fails to file the required 
certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for 
each such failure.

(2)  If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for 
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress in 
connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, Cass County shall complete 
and submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its 
instructions. 
 
(3)  Cass County shall require that the language of this certification be included in the award documents 
for all subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and 
cooperative agreements) and that all subrecipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

ASSURANCE WITH RESPECT TO REAL PROPERTY ACQUISITION OF TITLE III OF THE 
UNIFORM RELOCATION ASSISTANCE AND REAL PROPERTY ACQUISITION POLICIES ACT 
OF 1970 AS AMENDED 
 
Cass County hereby assures that it has authority under applicable State and local law to comply with 
Section 213 of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as 
amended. 
 
1.  For projects resulting in the displacement of any person: 
a.  It will adequately inform the public of the relocation payments and services which will be available as 
set forth in Subparts A, C, D and E of 49 CFR Part 24. 
b.  It will provide fair and reasonable relocation payments to displaced persons as required by Subparts D 
and E of 49 CFR Part 24. 
c.  It will provide a relocation assistance program for displaced persons offering services described in 
Subpart C of 49 CFR Part 24. 
d.  Comparable replacement dwellings will be available pursuant to Subpart F of 49 CFR Part 24, or 
provided if necessary, a reasonable period in advance of the time any person is displaced. 
e.  In acquiring real property, it will provide at least 90 days written notice to each lawful occupant of real 
property acquired, stating the date such occupant is required to move from a dwelling or to move his 
business or farm operation. 
 
2.  For projects resulting in the acquisition of real property: 
a.  It will fully comply with the requirements of Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24. 
b.  It will adequately inform the public of the acquisition policies, requirements and payments which 
apply to the project. 
c.  It will make every effort to acquire real property expeditiously through negotiation. 
d.  Before the initiation of negotiations it will have the real property appraised and give the owner or his 
representative an opportunity to accompany the appraiser during inspection of the property, except as 
provided in 49 CFR 24.102(c) (2). 
e.  Before the initiation of negotiations it will establish an amount which it believes to be just 
compensation for the real property, and make a prompt offer to acquire the property for that amount; and 
at the same time it will provide the owner a written statement of the basis for such amount in accordance 
with 49 CFR 24.102. 
f.  Before requiring any owner to surrender possession of real property it will pay the agreed purchase 
price; or deposit with the court, for the benefit of the owner, an amount no less than the approved 
appraisal of the fair market value of the property; or pay the amount of the award of compensation in a 
condemnation proceeding for the property. 
g.  If interest in real property is to be acquired by exercise of the power of eminent domain, it will 
institute formal condemnation proceedings and not intentionally make it necessary for an owner to 
institute legal proceedings to prove the fact of the taking of this real property; and 
h.  It will offer to acquire the entire property, if acquisition of only part of a property would leave its 
owner with an uneconomic remnant.

   (e)  Notify the agency within ten days after receiving notice under subparagraph (d) (2) from an 
employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of such conviction; 
  (f)  Taking one of the following actions, within 30 days of receiving notice under subparagraph 
(d) (2), with respect to any employee who is so convicted: 
     (1) Appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and including termination; or, 
   (2) Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation 
program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local health, law enforcement, or other 
appropriate agency; 
  (g)  Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace through 
implementation of paragraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f).

Cass County will replace all occupied and vacant occupiable low/moderate-income dwelling units 
demolished or converted to a use other than as low/moderate-income housing in connection with an 
activity assisted with funds provided under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as 
amended, as described in 24 CFR 570.496a(c)(1). 
 
All replacement housing will be provided within three years after the commencement of the demolition or 
conversion.  Before entering into a contract committing Cass County to provide funds for an activity that 
will directly result in demolition or conversion the county will make public by publication in a newspaper 
of general circulation and submit to IDED the following information in writing: 
 
1.  A description of the proposed assisted activity; 
 
2.  The location on a map and number of dwelling units by size 
(number of bedrooms) that will be demolished or converted to a use other than as low/moderate-income 
dwelling units as a direct result of the assisted activities; 
 
3. A time schedule for the commencement and completion of the 
demolition or conversion; 
 
4. The location on a map and the number of dwelling units by 
size (number of bedrooms) that will be provided as replacement dwelling units.  If such data are not 
available at the time of the general submission, the county will identify the general location on an area 
map and the approximate number of dwellings units by size and provide information identifying the 
specific location and number of dwelling units by size as soon as it is available; 
 
5. The source of funding and a time schedule for the provision 
of the replacement dwelling units; 
 
6. The basis for concluding that each replacement dwelling unit 
will remain a low/moderate-income dwelling unit for at least 10 years from the date of initial occupancy; 
 
7. Information demonstrating that any proposed replacement of 
dwelling units with smaller dwelling units (e.g., a 2-bedroom unit with two 1-bedroom units) is consistent 
with the housing needs of lower-income households in the jurisdiction. 
 
The Auditor at (712) 243-4570 is responsible for tracking the replacement of housing and ensuring that it 
is provided within the required period. 
 
The Auditor is responsible for ensuring requirements are met for notification and provision of relocation 
assistance, as described in CFR 570.496(a)(c)(2), to any lower-income person displaced by the demolition 
of any dwelling unit or the conversion of a low/moderate-income dwelling unit to another use in 
connection with an assisted activity. 
 
Consistent with the goals and objectives of activities assisted under the Act, the county states that the 
purpose of this project is not to displace persons from their homes and displacement will only occur in 
extreme cases in which case the county will follow the procedures set out above and will take whatever 
steps necessary to relocate the displaced individuals.

Article 5.0  Key Personnel.  SWIPCO hereby assigns the duties and responsibilities of Administrator to the 
Executive Director, representing the Southwest Iowa Planning Council for the duration of this agreement. 
 
Article 6.0  Time Performance.  The services of SWIPCO are to commence as of March 1, 2002, and shall be 
undertaken in such sequence as to assure their expeditious completion.  All of the services required hereunder shall 
be completed on or before the official project completion date cited in the County's original Agreement with the 
Iowa Department of Economic Development.

23 of the Iowa Administrative Code to carry out performance targets as described in Contract 02-WS-
052; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the County has been awarded a grant of funds as aforesaid in the amount of $550,000; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the parties hereto have agreed to the terms and conditions as hereafter stated: 
 
Section 1.  Matching Funds.  The subrecipient shall expend its own funds, unless otherwise amended for 
any amount of program funds not otherwise covered by Contract #02-WS-052.  These funds  will be 
spent in accordance with the Special Conditions of Contract #02-WS-052. 
 
Section 2.  Construction Contracts and Services.  The subrecipient shall, for the purpose of constructing 
any portion of the aforesaid proposed project, proceed to engage the services of an architect/engineer 
when necessary and determined to be timely in the project schedule, adopt plans and specifications, and 
award construction contracts in accordance with the laws and regulations of the State of Iowa and the 
United States. 
 
Section 3.  Purchase of Real Property.  The subrecipient shall proceed forthwith to acquire title or 
easement rights to the property it needs to proceed with this project, if any, and purchase same in 
accordance with the laws and regulations of the State of Iowa and the United States. 
 



Section 4.  Administration.  The administration of this contract and all transactions involving the 
expenditure of any of the grant funds within the scope of this contract shall be the sole prerogative of the 
County, to be carried out in such a manner as it deems appropriate and consistent with Title I of the 
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and Chapter 23 of the Iowa Administrative Code.

Section 7.  Excess Cost.  It is agreed that if the amount of the lowest responsible bids received for 
construction of the aforesaid project, plus the estimated cost of professional services and a reasonable 
reserve for contingencies exceeds the balance of grant funds and local funds committed to as stated in 
Section 1 of this agreement, all bids shall be rejected and the project redesigned so as to keep the 
maximum cost of the project at less than the balance of grant and local funds.  It is further agreed that if 
the construction of the aforesaid project results in contractual liability of the County for any funds, that 
the subrecipient shall reimburse the County for such costs. 
 
Section 8.  Indemnification.  The subrecipient shall hold the County, its officers and employees, harmless 
from any and all claims losses, damages or liability whatsoever resulting from or arising out of this 
contract or the project to which it pertains. 
 
Section 9.  Miscellaneous.  Neither party to this contract shall assign its rights and obligations hereunder 
without the prior written authorization of the other party.  This contract shall be governed by the laws of 
the State of Iowa.  In the event any provision of this contract shall be held invalid or unenforceable by any 
court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other 
provision hereof.

THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into this __24th__ day of April, 2002 by and between                         
Cass County_, IOWA, (hereinafter called the "Local Government"); and, Construction Careers Training, 
Inc., (hereinafter called "the Subrecipient") WITNESSETH THAT: 
 
WHEREAS, [Local Government], at the request of the Subrecipient, has applied to the Iowa Department 
of Economic Development for a grant of federal funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development pursuant to Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and Chapter 23 
of the Iowa Administrative Code to:  Construction Careers Training, Inc. {CCT} is proposing the expansion 
of the existing program on behalf of an additional twenty-three {23} contractors.  These contractors 
include general contractors, highway contractors, bridge and culvert contractors, and subcontractors.  
Through this program, individuals will receive training that will prepare them for a career of their choice in 
the construction industry.  and, 
 
WHEREAS, the [Local Government] has been awarded a grant of funds as aforesaid in the amount of 
$253,519.00 subject to the condition that the [Local Government] provide a local matching contribution in 
the amount of $622,020.00; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to make a written agreement with respect to said funds and the 
implementation of the project to which they pertain; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto have agreed to the terms and conditions as hereafter stated: 
 
 Section 1.  Matching Funds.  The Subrecipient shall expend the sum of $622,020.00 of its own 
funds (in kind by CCT and community colleges and cash by participating construction companies) 
constituting 73.4% of the local matching contribution for the purposes described herein. 
 
 Section 2.  Construction Contracts and Services.  The [Local Government / Subrecipient] shall, 
for the purpose of constructing the aforesaid proposed project, proceed forthwith to engage the services 
of an architect/engineer, adopt plans and specifications, and award construction contracts in accordance 
with the laws and regulations of the State of Iowa and of the United States. 
 
 Section 3.  Administration.  The administration of the CDBG Contract #_02-CRL-001 and all 
transactions involving the expenditure of any of the grant funds within the scope of said contract shall be 
the sole prerogative of the [Local Government] carried out in such manner as it deems appropriate and 



consistent with Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and 261--Chapter 23 of 
the Iowa Administrative Code. 
 
 Section 4.  Property Ownership.  Any and all improvements or property, real or personal, 
constructed, installed, or acquired pursuant to this contract shall be and remain the property of the 
Subrecipient (provide any conditions as appropriate here).  If, from the date funds are first spent for the 
property until five years after closeout of the [Local Government]’s grant the use or planned use of the 
property is proposed to be changed, then the subrecipient shall notify the [Local Government] of the 
proposed change.  The [Local Government] shall contact the Iowa Department of Economic Development 
for instructions on how to proceed.  If the Subrecipient proceeds with a use determined by the IDED to be 
inconsistent with the use of the CDBG funds, the Subrecipient shall reimburse the [Local Government] 
and the [Local Government] shall reimburse the IDED in the amount of the current fair market value of the 
property, less any portion of the value attributable to expenditures of non-CDBG funds. 
 
 Section 5.  Proposed Project.  The Subrecipient shall grant access to the premises and 
Subrecipients’ program records for the [Local Government] and its contractors to perform such required 
functions consistent with the CDBG contract as the [Local Government] shall deem appropriate. 
 
 Section 6.  Excess Costs.  It is agreed that if the amount of the lowest responsible bids received 
for construction of the aforesaid project, plus the estimated cost of professional services and a 
reasonable reserve for contingencies exceeds the balance of grant funds and local funds committed to as 
stated in Section 1 of this agreement, all bids shall be rejected and the project redesigned so as to keep 
the maximum cost of the project less than the balance of grant and local funds.  It is further agreed that if 
the construction of said project results in contractual liability of the [Local Government] in an amount 
greater than said grant funds, the Subrecipient shall reimburse the [Local Government] for such excess 
costs. 
 
 Section 7.  Indemnification.  The Subrecipient shall hold the [Local Government] and its officers 
and employees harmless from any and all claims, losses, damages or liability whatsoever resulting from 
or arising out of this contract or the project to which is pertains. 
 
 Section 8. Unallowable Costs.  If [Local Government] determines at any time, whether 
through monitoring, audit, closeout procedures or by other means or process that the Subrecipient has 
expended funds which are unallowable, the Subrecipient will be notified of the questioned costs and given 
an opportunity to justify questioned costs prior to [Local Government]'s final determination of the 
disallowance of costs.  If it is [Local Government]'s final determination that costs previously paid by the 
[Local Government] are unallowable under the terms of the Agreement, the expenditures will be 
disallowed and the Subrecipient shall repay to [Local Government] any and all disallowed costs. 
 
 Section 9. Events of Default.  The following shall constitute Events of Default under this 
Agreement: 
 
Material Misrepresentation.  If at any time any representation, warranty or statement made or furnished to 
the [Local Government] by, or on behalf of the Subrecipient in connection with this Agreement or to 
induce the [Local Government] to make a grant to the Subrecipient shall be determined by the [Local 
Government] to be incorrect, false, misleading or erroneous in any material respect when made or 
furnished and shall not have been remedied to the [Local Government]'s satisfaction within thirty (30) 
days after written notice by the [Local Government] is given to the Subrecipient. 
 
Noncompliance.  If there is a failure by the Subrecipient to comply with any of the covenants, terms or 
conditions contained in this Agreement.  
 
Agreement Expiration Date.  If the Project, in the sole judgment of the [Local Government], is not 
completed on or before the Agreement Expiration Date. 
 



Misspending.  If the Subrecipient expends Grant proceeds for purposes not described in the CDBG 
application, this Agreement, or as authorized by the [Local Government]. 
 
Insurance.  The following provision shall apply to all contract activities.   If loss, theft, damage or 
destruction of any substantial portion of the property of the Subrecipient occurs for which there is either 
no insurance coverage or for which, in the opinion of the [Local Government], there is insufficient 
insurance coverage. 
 
 Section 10.  Notice of Default.  [Local Government] shall issue a written notice of default providing 
therein a fifteen (15) day period in which the Subrecipient shall have an opportunity to cure, provided that 
cure is possible and feasible.  
 
 Section 11. Remedies upon Default.  If, after opportunity to cure, the default remains, [Local 
Government] shall have the right, in addition to any rights and remedies available to it to do one or both of 
the following: 
 
exercise any remedy provided by law; 
  
require immediate repayment of up to the full amount of funds disbursed to the Subrecipient under this 
Agreement plus interest. 
 
 Section 12.  Miscellaneous.  Neither party to this contract shall assign its rights and obligations 
hereunder without the prior written authorization of the other party.  This contract shall be governed by the 
laws of the State of Iowa.  In the event any provision of this contract shall be held invalid or unenforceable 
by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other 
provision hereof.  The terms and conditions of this contract may be amended only by written instrument 
executed by both parties and, when necessary, with the concurrence of the State of Iowa, Department of 
Economic Development.  Such amendments include any deviation from the recipient program schedule, 
or other terms and conditions provided for by the Iowa Department of Economic Development contract 
number _02-CRL-001_, which is by this reference incorporated herein and made a part hereof of this 
Subrecipient agreement. 
 
 Section 13.  Federal Laws.  By virtue of the federal funding provided for under this agreement, the 
parties hereto shall be bound by and adhere to all applicable federal laws, rules, policies, orders and 
directions, including by way of specification but not limited to the following: 
 
The requirements of Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968, 42 U.S.C. 3601-19 and implementing 
regulations; Executive Order 11063; Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 200d-1), and the 
Americans with Disabilities Act, as applicable (P.L. 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213); and related Civil 
Rights and Equal Opportunity statutes; and regulations which supplement these laws and orders. 
 
The prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of age under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 
U.S.C. 6101-07) and the prohibitions against discrimination against handicapped individuals under 
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (24 U.S.C. 794). 
 
The requirements of Executive Order 11246 and the regulations issued under the Order at 41 CFR 
Chapter 60. 
 
The requirements of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, 12 U.S.C. 1701. 
 
The requirements of Executive Orders 11625, 12432, and 12138.  Consistent with responsibilities under 
these Orders, the provider must make efforts to encourage the use of minority- and women-owned 
business enterprises in connection with activities funded under this part. 
 
The maintenance of books, records, documents and other such evidence pertaining to all costs and 
expenses incurred and revenues received under this contract/subagreement to the extend and in such 



detail as will properly reflect all costs, direct and indirect, of labor, materials, and equipment, supplies, 
services, and other costs and expenses of whatever nature, for which payment is claimed under their 
contract/subagreement as specified in 261--Chapter 23, Iowa Administrative Code and OMB Circular A-
102. 
 
At any time during normal business hours and as frequently as deemed necessary, the parties heretofore 
shall make available to the Iowa Department of Economic Development, the State Auditor, the General 
Accounting Office, and the Department of Housing and Urban Development, for their examination, all of 
its records pertaining to all matters covered by this contract/subagreement and permit these agencies to 
audit, examine, make excerpts or transcripts from such records, contract, invoices, payrolls, personnel 
records, conditions of employment, and all other matters covered by this contract/subagreement.

And, whereas, Iowa Code Section 25B.7 requires local governments to extend to 
the taxpayers only those portions of the property tax credits/exemptions that 
are estimated by the Iowa Department of Revenue and Finance to be funded by 
the state appropriation, 
 
And, whereas the Iowa Department of Revenue and Finance has estimated the 
percentages of funding for the affected property tax credits/exemptions as 
follows:  Homestead credit  90%, Elderly/Disabled Low-income Credit 80% and 
Military Exemption credit 97%, 
 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the homestead property tax credit 
will cause a funding shortfall to local governments in the County of more 
than $80,800 this fiscal year, 



 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the elderly/disabled low income 
property tax credit will cause a funding shortfall to local governments in 
the County of more than $8,900 this fiscal year, 
 
And, whereas the option of fully funding the military exemption credit will 
cause a funding shortfall to local governments in the County of more than 
$471 this fiscal year, 
 
And whereas the option of passing on the reduced state-reimbursed values of 
the credits will increase the amount of net taxes in the County by more than 
$90,000 per year, 
 
And, whereas we find that fully funding military exemptions to those persons 
who have served honorably in this Country’s military is of minimal fiscal 
impact to the local governments and that fully funding this credit is in the 
general public interest, 
 
And, whereas we find that no software has been created to fairly and 
equitably assess the reduction in military exemption back to the property tax 
payer,

SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT FOR FEDERALLY FUNDED PROJECT 
 
THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into this _17th__ day of _____July_____, 2002 by and between 
Cass County____, IOWA, (hereinafter called the "Local Government"); and, Iowa Association for 
Construction Training (IACT), (hereinafter called "the Subrecipient") WITNESSETH THAT: 
 
WHEREAS, [Local Government], at the request of the Subrecipient, has applied to the Iowa Department 
of Economic Development for a grant of federal funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development pursuant to Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and Chapter 23 
of the Iowa Administrative Code to:  (describe project activities and performance targets); and, 
 
WHEREAS, the [Local Government] has been awarded a grant of funds as aforesaid in the amount of 
$_272,519.00____ subject to the condition that the [Local Government] provide a local matching 
contribution in the amount of $__617,020.00_; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to make a written agreement with respect to said funds and the 
implementation of the project to which they pertain; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto have agreed to the terms and conditions as hereafter stated: 
 
 Section 1.  Matching Funds.  The Subrecipient shall expend the sum of $ 617,020.00_ of its own 
funds constituting 69 % of the local matching contribution (for what? when infused? how managed?). 
 
 Section 2.  Construction Contracts and Services.  The [Local Government / Subrecipient] shall, 
for the purpose of constructing the aforesaid proposed project, proceed forthwith to engage the services 



of an architect/engineer, adopt plans and specifications, and award construction contracts in accordance 
with the laws and regulations of the State of Iowa and of the United States. 
 
 Section 3.  Administration.  The administration of the CDBG Contract #_02-CRL-001___ and all 
transactions involving the expenditure of any of the grant funds within the scope of said contract shall be 
the sole prerogative of the [Local Government] carried out in such manner as it deems appropriate and 
consistent with Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and 261--Chapter 23 of 
the Iowa Administrative Code. 
 
 Section 4.  Property Ownership.  Any and all improvements or property, real or personal, 
constructed, installed, or acquired pursuant to this contract shall be and remain the property of the 
Subrecipient (provide any conditions as appropriate here).  If, from the date funds are first spent for the 
property until five years after closeout of the [Local Government]’s grant the use or planned use of the 
property is proposed to be changed, then the subrecipient shall notify the [Local Government] of the 
proposed change.  The [Local Government] shall contact the Iowa Department of Economic Development 
for instructions on how to proceed.  If the Subrecipient proceeds with a use determined by the IDED to be 
inconsistent with the use of the CDBG funds, the Subrecipient shall reimburse the [Local Government] 
and the [Local Government] shall reimburse the IDED in the amount of the current fair market value of the 
property, less any portion of the value attributable to expenditures of non-CDBG funds. 
 
 Section 5.  Proposed Project.  The Subrecipient shall grant access to the premises and 
Subrecipients’ program records for the [Local Government] and its contractors to perform such required 
functions consistent with the CDBG contract as the [Local Government] shall deem appropriate. 
 
 Section 6.  Excess Costs.  It is agreed that if the amount of the lowest responsible bids received 
for construction of the aforesaid project, plus the estimated cost of professional services and a 
reasonable reserve for contingencies exceeds the balance of grant funds and local funds committed to as 
stated in Section 1 of this agreement, all bids shall be rejected and the project redesigned so as to keep 
the maximum cost of the project less than the balance of grant and local funds.  It is further agreed that if 
the construction of said project results in contractual liability of the [Local Government] in an amount 
greater than said grant funds, the Subrecipient shall reimburse the [Local Government] for such excess 
costs. 
 
 Section 7.  Indemnification.  The Subrecipient shall hold the [Local Government] and its officers 
and employees harmless from any and all claims, losses, damages or liability whatsoever resulting from 
or arising out of this contract or the project to which is pertains. 
 
 Section 8. Unallowable Costs.  If [Local Government] determines at any time, whether 
through monitoring, audit, closeout procedures or by other means or process that the Subrecipient has 
expended funds which are unallowable, the Subrecipient will be notified of the questioned costs and given 
an opportunity to justify questioned costs prior to [Local Government]'s final determination of the 
disallowance of costs.  If it is [Local Government]'s final determination that costs previously paid by the 
[Local Government] are unallowable under the terms of the Agreement, the expenditures will be 
disallowed and the Subrecipient shall repay to [Local Government] any and all disallowed costs. 
 
 Section 9. Events of Default.  The following shall constitute Events of Default under this 
Agreement: 
 
Material Misrepresentation.  If at any time any representation, warranty or statement made or furnished to 
the [Local Government] by, or on behalf of the Subrecipient in connection with this Agreement or to 
induce the [Local Government] to make a grant to the Subrecipient shall be determined by the [Local 
Government] to be incorrect, false, misleading or erroneous in any material respect when made or 
furnished and shall not have been remedied to the [Local Government]'s satisfaction within thirty (30) 
days after written notice by the [Local Government] is given to the Subrecipient. 
 



Noncompliance.  If there is a failure by the Subrecipient to comply with any of the covenants, terms or 
conditions contained in this Agreement.  
 
Agreement Expiration Date.  If the Project, in the sole judgment of the [Local Government], is not 
completed on or before the Agreement Expiration Date. 
 
Misspending.  If the Subrecipient expends Grant proceeds for purposes not described in the CDBG 
application, this Agreement, or as authorized by the [Local Government]. 
 
Insurance.  The following provision shall apply to Activity Number(s) ____ .  If loss, theft, damage or 
destruction of any substantial portion of the property of the Subrecipient occurs for which there is either 
no insurance coverage or for which, in the opinion of the [Local Government], there is insufficient 
insurance coverage. 
 
 Section 10.  Notice of Default.  [Local Government] shall issue a written notice of default providing 
therein a fifteen (15) day period in which the Subrecipient shall have an opportunity to cure, provided that 
cure is possible and feasible.  
 
 Section 11. Remedies upon Default.  If, after opportunity to cure, the default remains, [Local 
Government] shall have the right, in addition to any rights and remedies available to it to do one or both of 
the following: 
 
exercise any remedy provided by law; 
  
require immediate repayment of up to the full amount of funds disbursed to the Subrecipient under this 
Agreement plus interest.  
 
Section 12.  Miscellaneous.  Neither party to this contract shall assign its rights and obligations hereunder 
without the prior written authorization of the other party.  This contract shall be governed by the laws of 
the State of Iowa.  In the event any provision of this contract shall be held invalid or unenforceable by any 
court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other 
provision hereof.  The terms and conditions of this contract may be amended only by written instrument 
executed by both parties and, when necessary, with the concurrence of the State of Iowa, Department of 
Economic Development.  Such amendments include any deviation from the recipient program schedule, 
or other terms and conditions provided for by the Iowa Department of Economic Development contract 
number __02-CRL-001______ which is by this reference incorporated herein and made a part hereof of 
this Subrecipient agreement. 
 
 Section 13.  Federal Laws.  By virtue of the federal funding provided for under this agreement, the 
parties hereto shall be bound by and adhere to all applicable federal laws, rules, policies, orders and 
directions, including by way of specification but not limited to the following:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Cass County Board of 
Supervisors that the fee for a Uniform Commercial Code 
information request shall be $5.00 for each debtor name being 
requested if the request form is supplied, and $6.00 for each 
debtor name requested if the filing office supplies the form.

CASS COUNTY FIXED ASSET INVENTORY POLICY (as amended 09/30/2002 with changes retroactive to 
fiscal year 07/01/2001 - 06/30/2002) 
 
POLICY- 
It is the policy of Cass County to have a comprehensive fixed asset inventory system.  The Cass County Auditor 
shall be responsible for developing, implementing and maintaining the fixed asset inventory. 
 
SCOPE- 
All property of Cass County offices and departments which is (1) non-consumable, (2) has a value equal to or 
exceeding $5,000 and (3) has a life expectancy of more than one year shall be included in the fixed asset inventory 
(FAI).  {EXCEPTION: (1) Real estate with low historical value for inclusion and (2) right of way, bridges, culverts, 
etc for exclusion.} 
 
VALUATION- 
Fixed assets purchased with governmental fund expenditure should be recorded at historical cost and reported in the 
General Fixed Asset Account Group (CFAAG). 



Trade ins: new asset is reported at its fair market value (cash plus trade in allowance) per CFAAG; the value 
reported in the governmental fund purchasing the new asset will use the ‘net’ method- the ‘net’ method value equals 
the ‘cash’ paid. 
 
PHYSICAL INVENTORY- 
Physical inventories shall be taken periodically by Cass County to provide support for the amounts of general fixed 
assets reported in the financial statements.  Assets removed or added should be reported accompanied by 
documentation to the Cass County Auditor at the time of removal or addition by the ‘person’ removing or adding 
said asset. 
 
PURPOSE- 
A. To comply with Governmental Accounting, Auditing and Financial Reporting (GAAFR). 
B. To have an inventory of Cass County property for the purpose of better management of Cass County Assets. 
C. To have inventory data available in the event of fire or other disaster.

     Discussion resumed on action to be taken on the INTERGOVERNMENTAL LAND 
ACQUISITION AIRPORT IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT, Section 28E.12, Iowa Code with 
City of Atlantic.  County Engineer Charles Marker and property owners James 
and Chad Comes were present.  Tim Teig of Snyder & Associates presented 
drafts of full 55 mph curve designs for G30 relocation.  The FAA has approved 
the project with the south curve at 55 mph and north curve at 45 mph.  County 
Engineer Charles Marker recommends that both curves be 55 mph.  Redesign to 
two full 55 mph curves (with a design not forcing that the alternate runway 
be shortened) would entail placing about 9.4 additional acres to the east of 
relocated G30.  James Comes indicated he would accept such change with just 
compensation.  County attorney stated that the board approved the project in 
May, 1995 when the county agreed to cooperate with the city and allow the 
project with full cost of project the responsibility of Atlantic.  His 
recollection was that County Engineer Ken Coffman agreed to the ‘minimum of 
45 mph curves’ proposal at that time.   
 
     Don Volk stated that he would rather see both curves at full 55 mph even 
if the County might need to contribute.  Russell Joyce agreed with Volk.  
Kinen commented that the master plan was approved at 55 mph and 45 mph and 
therefore the current agreement should be approved.  Rieken stated he 
preferred both curves at 55 mph and stated he did not believe FAA would throw 
out the plan with both curves 55 mph.  Joyce reiterated that road traffic is 
about 1,000 cars a day.  Waters inquired as to what difficulties would be 
encountered if the county submitted a new design proposal. 
 



     County Attorney James Barry reiterated that the plan had been approved 
at the 55 mph/ 45 mph in 1995 and that the current agreement complies with 
the proposal.
