The Cass County Board of Supervisors met with all members present:
Russell Joyce, Chair; Chuck Kinen, Charles Rieken, Don Volk and Kenneth
Waters. The minutes of June 20, 2001 were approved as read.

County Attorney James Barry reviewed current legal activity.

Requests for lease of space on and near the county's communication tower were taken up for consideration.
Requests were received from RACOM and METC (Marne Elk Horn Telephone Company). The CADCO (Cass
Atlantic Development Company) internet committee sent and tabulated questionnaires from RACOM, METC and
AMU (Atlantic Municipal Utilities). Tabulations reviewed prior to meeting. Whereas access to tower use was in
consideration, a representative of Verizon stated that VVerizon was interested in usage of the tower. Permission to
conduct a feasibility study was granted.

CADCO committee member Rick Tighe commented on the replies to the 18 question
survey. METC spoke in regard to present internet service provision and
desire to add high speed internet service in Atlantic. RACOM spoke in regard
to communication equipment services now provided to Cass County and stated
they were now providing high speed internet service in six cities. With the
equipment planned for use, it is not probable that both could be on the



tower. Both systems work on line of sight technology. Jim Kenney
(Nishna Net) added that Nishna is researching high speed internet (no request
to use county tower).

Deputy Sheriff Bill Sage stated that the the tower is a public safety
communications tower and concern is with integrity thereof. He recommended
granting RACOM (who has provided equipment and maintenance to the County for
several years) “tower space’.

After additional discussion: motion by Volk, second by Kinen to enter
into (pending an engineering study) a lease agreement with METC (Marne Elk
Horn Telephone Company) for placement of wireless internet equipment on the
Cass County communications tower and property located at the Courthouse Block
in Atlantic, lowa. Roll call vote taken. Carried unanimously.

As published, the Board held a second and final reading and hearing on
proposed Ordinance No. 18 compiling the ordinances of Cass County. Proof of
publication of notice certified. No citizens were present to be heard for or
against the proposed ordinance.

Motion by Waters, second by Rieken to ratify and accept Ordinance 18
effective as stated in the ordinance, to cause the ordinance to be recorded
by the County Recorder, and to place a copy on file with the County Auditor.
Carried unanimously.
